FIESTA IN THE PARK GENERAL CONDITIONS

FIESTAMATURITY ~ The Fiesta Maturity will consist of one go round on Wednesday, August 24. The Fiesta Maturity is limited to foals of 2001. Horses must
have an NRHA License. There are seven divisions of the Maturity - Open, Intermediate Open, Limited Open, Non Pro, Intermediate Non Pro, Limited Non
Pro, Prime Time Non Pro (50+). The Open Division is open to any contestant. The Intermediate Open, Limited Open, Non Pro, Intermediate Non Pro and
Limited Non Pro eligibility will be based upon the Year 2005 NRHA Cat. 2 Class eligibility list. Each individual is responsible for his or her correct Class
eligibility.

The Prime Time Non Pro division is for Non Pro Riders age 50 or older and will be based on handicapped scoring. They MUST also enter the Non
Prodivision. There is one entry fee for the Open division and one entry fee for the Non Pro division. Exhibitors will be automatically included in all divisions
for which they are eligible. CHECK your status on the entry blank.

Plus all entry fees payable at the time of entry. Horses and riders entering after August 1, 2005 will be placed in a group preceding the regular draw.
Placementwill be made based on the time of entry with the last entry accepted going firstin the draw. There will be no refunds. Substitutions will be permitted
for horses if owned by the same person. A 30% fee of entries paid to date will be charged for substituting. Substitutions will be allowed until noon, August 23,
and must be accompanied by a veterinarian’s certificate stating the reason the original entry is unable to show.

Divisions may be added or changed with no penalty prior to Noon on August 23, provided all fees are paid in full and all paperwork is complete.
Inthe event division changes resultin differences in entry fee requirements, no refunds will be granted, but any additional fees owed must be paid to compete.

Forthe Open, Intermediate Open, and Limited Open divisions the prize money will consist of the total entry fees received, less a 30% retainage, plus
the added money. Of the total prize money, 72% will be allocated to the Open division, 20% will be allocated to the Intermediate Open division, and 8%
allocated to the Limited Open division. Payback percentages will be based on the number of eligible entrants in each division.

Prize money for the Non Pro, Intermediate Non Pro, Limited Non Pro, and Prime Time Non Pro divisions will consist of the respective total entry fees,
less a 30% retainage, plus the added money. Of the total Non Pro prize money, 65% will be allocated to the Non Pro, 20% allocated to the Intermediate
Non Pro, 10% allocated to the Limited Non Pro, and 5% allocated to the Prime Time Non Pro (50+).
